Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Churchpool Cottage operated by Mr Tom Langrick.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-015834
The permit number is EPR/CB3497CF.
The permit regulates a new discharge of 1 m3/day domestic sewage effluent treated by a package treatment plant built to British Standard BS 12556. It discharges to a seasonally dry ditch leading to the Camlad. The system replaces a septic tank which had collapsed. It is an improvement on the previous system as the discharge point is now further from the neighbour’s well.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
