	REMINDER – This surrender is for the removal of activities only no land was surrendered as part of this application. 

Section 9 of the operator SCR confirms that Waste to Energy operation was decommissioned in 2023 and this was confirmed in a CAR Form. NRW0042762. The decommissioning included the removal of: 
· Waste to energy plant and associated feed and discharge plant, turbine generator, and air handling equipment including 40m stack; 

· Emission points A1 and A2 (incinerator line 1 and 2 via 40m stack); 

· The nine in-vessel bio-drying tunnels together with the associated leachate management, bio-filter, and feed, discharge and refining plant (conveyors, shredders, over band magnets, eddy current separators, baler);

·  Point source emission A4 (compost system air vent);

· Leachate sump and tank; 

· Fuel prep extraction stack (stack remains in place but is scheduled for removal under future works. Following 2022-23 works there is no point source emissions from the stack); 

· Re-duster system; and 

· Emission point A3 (de-duster system vents via 18m stack)

The CAR confirms that the flooring in the building was “in good condition and fully impermeable displaying no signs of fracture of weakness”. In addition, it was confirmed that the incineration stack and associated plant “have been appropriately cleared with no signs of contamination or pollution in the immediate area”. The CAR includes photographs evidencing the decommissioned areas and is included as Appendix SCR3.7.




	9.0 Reference data and remediation

	As per the above the site has been appropriately decommissioned and the activities can be surrendered. The Site inspection following the removal of the plant, equipment and machinery used in conjunction with the relevant activities above confirmed the site was clear and in good condition. 


	Surrender SCR decision summary



	The following information must be obtained from the applicant before the permit is determined:
As the Operator has not requested to surrender land we have not assessed whether the site condition has been returned to suitable condition this will be undertaken should the Operator surrender the site (including land). However, we have been mindful to consider whether the installation activities could have affected the site condition. As site activities under the installation activity were never operated we consider there is no way in which the site condition could have been affected by Section 5.1 A (1) (c) or  Section 5.3 A (1) (c) (ii) activities. Whlist the site was an installation,  it has  and will continue to operate in line with a waste operation activites as listed in this varied permit. There have been no pollutions incidents. We therefore deem the surrender of these installations activities suitable.
The plant equipment, and machinery associated with the above listed activities have been decommissioned and the site cleared accordingly in a manner to allow surrender of the activities.
