We have decided to accept the surrender of the permit for Hill Farm operated by Mr Raymond Fleming.
The permit number is EPR/CB3699ZR

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements.

Key issues of the decision 

This is a non-operational surrender of standard rules permit SR2011 No 3- vehicle storage depollution and dismantling (authorised treatment) facility.
In the surrender application, the operator confirmed that:
· The site was used for automotive repair only and no ELV treatment or vehicle depollution carried out on site.
· As the ELV Treatment facility did not achieve an operational status, no further action was required to get the site back to the condition before the permit was issued.
Compliance Assessment Report CAR_NRW0046715 (March 2025) confirms that “At the time of the inspection, all operations on site had ceased, all waste(s), and machinery had been removed.” Photographs included showing unit as clean and empty.
The site officer further confirmed on 20/08/2025 that the site was not operated and no waste was received or treated.

This confirms there was no pollution risk, and the site is in a satisfactory state.
