Failure to satisfy the formal Information Notice (by completing this online survey) could result in formal enforcement action being taken by NRW against your company which affect your EPR subsistence fees in the next financial year. To complete this online survey you will need to know what standards and guidance you have used or plan to use for climate change adaptation.
