	Pre-operational conditions PO1 and PO2 were added to EPR/BB3892CT/A001 issued 11/11/2020 regarding the completion of a perimeter wall and drainage system as per Fire Prevention and Mitigation plan version 15.
PO1 and PO2 were completed and signed off on 26/01/2021 in Compliance Assessment Report CAR_NRW0037393 and have removed from the permit.

	

	Improvement conditions
	Improvement condition IPC1 was added to EPR/BB3892CT/V002 issued on 10/10/2023 requiring the Fire Prevention and Mitigation plan to be updated to include the changes permitted in V002.
This has been superseded by the Fire Prevention and Mitigation plan (version 17) provided with this variation so IPC1 has been removed from the permit

	

	Incorporating the application
	We have specified that the applicant must operate the permit in accordance with descriptions in the application, including all additional information received as part of the determination process.  
These descriptions are specified in the Operating Techniques table in the permit.
We have incorporated relevant technical guidance documents such as:
· Technical Guidance Document: ‘How to comply with your environmental permit’
· Sector Guidance Note IPPC S5.06: Guidance for the Recovery and Disposal of Hazardous and Non-Hazardous Waste
· Fire prevention and mitigation plan guidance - Waste Management.
We have also incorporated relevant process documents provided by the operator into the permit to ensure that pollution is avoided.
