Detailed river network:
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Field T17 and T18 both have modified attributions running along their bouhndary, In addition the river Nant Arbeth is 11m away from the corner of field T18. All areas where the watercourse cross or are in close proximity to field boundarys have a 10m no spread zone to mitigate the risk of run off into the watercourses. No action required.
