Brief Description of proposal:

The application is to vary the permit to amend the discharge point NGR to SN 03886 24216 temporarily (for 6 months) whilst the new treatment works serving the visitor centre is constructed. The total daily discharge volume will be 9.9m3/day DWF and there is no associated storm discharge as the treatment work deals with foul flows only. Whilst the construction is taking place DCWW will ensure that the current limits on the permit (20mg/l ammonia, 40mg/l BOD and 60mg/l suspended solids) are met throughout the duration by installing an inlet screen, settlement chamber, MBBR Bioreactor and rotating biological contactor plant.

The temporary discharge point is approximately 100m away from the current permitted discharge point, the current permit allows the works to discharge directly to the Afon Syfynwy at SN 03787 24195, the temporary discharge point will be to a small tributary which goes into the Afon Syfynwy. The tributary looks quite insignificant on MyMap, are we satisfied this tributary will have enough flow to receive the discharge? 

Once the 6 month period has finished the permit will revert to the current permitted discharge point.
