	8.0 Decommissioning and removal of pollution risk

	
All containers storing liquids or hazardous materials were leak proof and bunded. General wastes and recyclables were stored in leak proof Ro-Ro containers or specialised banks.

All  waste management operations ceased in 2019. The final, non-zero, waste return was submitted in October of that year.

The site was cleared of all waste, containers, equipment and infrastructure.

The site is entirely surfaced in 6 inches of concrete with kerbed edging and sealed foul sewer drainage.

The site was subsequently inspected on exit by Potters so as to ensure suitability for leasing, and by prospective tenants.

Following de-commissioning, the site was advertised as a secure compound for rental by TSR surveyors, Shrewsbury. Subsequently, and to date, the site has been used as shipping container based secure storage facility, secured by padlocked gate.
