PAN-012754
Photronics UK Limited were issued with a standard rules permit (SR2018 No1) on the 5th May 2021. The permit was issued to the site due to the operation of a new 1.35MW gas fired, specified Generator. This will allow the operator to operate one or more Tranche B Specified Generators which are natural gas or non-waste derived biogas fired engines, turbines or boilers which are CHPs. Individual unit capacity is between 0-5MWth and the total is ≤5MWth at the specified location which may be in rural and urban areas where background NOx and NO2 has sufficient headroom. This permit needs to be read in conjunction with the Standard Rules SR2018 No1 which also form part of the permit. 

[bookmark: _Hlk54602263]The permit requires Monitoring (for NOx and CO)  needs to be done every three years, from the permit issue date. The first monitoring has to be within four months of the permit issue date or the date when the combustion plant is first put into operation, whichever is later. The emission monitoring has to be done in line with the EA technical guidance M5 (available via this link  M5 guidance ).  Photronics will be required to submit the results to NRW (using a standard form that NRW should have supplied) and the monitoring results need to be submitted to NRW within 28 days of the monitoring. 

NRW received the monitoring returns from Photronics UK Ltd on the 14th June 2021.In addition to the monitoring returns NRW also received the product conformity certificate and the calibration certificate. All submissions were found to be compliant. No futher action required.
