4. Details of our assessment
	[bookmark: _Hlk32303798]Rhymney Power Limited
Natural Resources Wales (NRW) received emissions monitoring results from Rhymney Energy Park dated 15 August 2024. These results were submitted despite the site’s environmental permit (PAN-013974/V002) having been varied in March 2022 to remove the formal requirement for emissions monitoring. The variation reflected NRW’s updated position that Tranche B Specified Generators specifically those that are existing Medium Combustion Plants (MCPs), fuelled by natural gas, and without abatement do not require routine emissions monitoring.

The monitoring undertaken focused on emissions of oxides of nitrogen (NO and NO₂ expressed as NO₂) from the site’s 3 active gas engines. Each engine had an associated emission limit of 190 mg/Nm³, as specified in the original permit. All results from the monitoring exercise were within acceptable limits, demonstrating compliance with the permit’s original emission standards.

Going forward there is no requirement to undertake any emissions monitoring.
