This introductory note does not form a part of the notice.

The following notice gives notice of the variation of environmental permits AN0235601 and AN0337201 referred to in the status logs below and the replacement of those permits with consolidated environmental permit AN0235601.

This permit variation and consolidation includes future effective date to reflect asset improvements to be undertaken by Tarmac Trading Limited. The improvements require the moving of the trade effluent and storm discharge point approximately 160 metres upstream. Also the addition of two siltbuster treatment systems one located in the ‘quarry’ attenuation pond and another at the ‘plant’ area attenuation pond. 
In addition the flow monitoring point for the Nant Hafod Fach has also moved to a new location. 
The schedules specify the changes made to the permit.

1 Management
1.1 General management

1.1.1 The operator shall manage and operate the activities:

(a) in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises risks of pollution, including those arising from operations, maintenance, accidents, incidents, non-conformances and those drawn to the attention of the operator as a result of complaints; and

(b) using sufficient competent persons and resources.

(c) any significant adverse environmental effects.

Any information provided under condition 4.3.1 shall be confirmed by sending the information listed in schedule 5 to this permit within the time period specified in that schedule.
4.3.3
Where Natural Resources Wales has requested in writing that it shall be notified when the operator is to undertake monitoring and/or spot sampling, the operator shall inform Natural Resources Wales when the relevant monitoring and/or spot sampling is to take place. The operator shall provide this information to Natural Resources Wales at least 14 days before the date the monitoring is to be undertaken.
