Thank you for your response. | am in the process of completing an Appendix 4 for this application and this will be sent to DST officer once completed. In the appendix 4 | have addressed other discharges in the area; there are only 8 registered
discharges within 1km of the proposed site and these are all <2m?/day to ground therefore should not have any cumulative impact on WQ. For such a small discharge (1m?/day) we would not generally consult any hydrology or AEP teams nor would
we conduct any impact assessment modelling (i.e. Monte Carlo modelling) as we consider this discharge to be low risk. If any concerns were raised from the Appendix 4 we could look at completing a WQ impact assessment but due to the low
volumes the results may not be statistically significant.
