	4.  Brief description of proposal


	This is a Tier 3 bespoke permit for the permanent deposit of non-hazardous inert and non-hazardous soil waste to land as a recovery operation. The permitted activities include the recovery of waste only. Activities involving disposal of waste are not allowed.

The permit allows the operator to use non-hazardous inert and non-hazardous soil waste for the purpose of infilling the quarry, and providing a soil formation layer.

The maximum quantity of waste to be accepted on site shall not exceed 141,180 tonnes per year.

The maximum quantity of waste to be accepted under activity A1 (for general backfill and soil formation layer) shall not exceed 1,129,440 tonnes in total.

This permit does not allow any point source emission into surface waters or groundwater except clean, rainfall dependant drainage from areas of the site not used in connection with the storage and/or treatment of waste.

The proposed activity is not within the SSSI boundary. See maps at the end of the document for relative locations.
