	Environmental risk

	The permit conditions

	Improvement conditions
	Improvement condition IPC1 was added to EPR/WP3094FB/V002 issued on 22/03/13 requiring the operator to provide an Environment Management System written in line with the relevant guidance.
This has been completed so IPC1 (conditions and tables) have been removed from the permit.

	

	Incorporating the application
	We have specified that the operator must operate the permit in accordance with referenced operating techniques.  
These are specified in the Operating Techniques table in the permit.
We have also incorporated the Shredding Environmental Risk Assessment, provided by the operator into the permit to ensure compliance and that pollution is avoided.

	

	Operator Competence

	Environment management system 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.
The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	

	Financial competence
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not be financially able to comply with the permit conditions. 
The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
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
