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Context

This Site Condition Report is submitted in support of an application to surrender Environmental Permit CP3298EV.
The report has been prepared with due congnisance to the contents of relevant NRW Guidance accessed from its website. In particular:

· Environmental Permitting Regulations (England and Wales) 2010 Regulatory Guidance Note, RGN 9: Surrender Version 3.0 April 2013 

· Horizontal Guidance Note 5 Site Condition Report Version 3.0 April 2013

NRW Team Leader David Ellar; that the surrender will be ‘low risk’. 

On the basis of this guidance:

1. This application is for the full surrender of the above permit.

2. Due to the limited nature of the activities that took place on the site it falls within the definition as a 'low risk' surrender, so therefore does not include results of intrusive investigations of underlying ground conditions. 

3. As the permit is an old (2008)  Vehicle Depollution, Dismantling Facility & Metals Recycling  Site & Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment (WEEE) ATF excluding Ozone – Depleting Substances)  a Site Condition Report was not required as an input to the application process. Therefore the Site Condition report that follows does not include a pre-operational/application phase baseline section.

4. The site has been subject to regular inspection by officers of NRW throughout its operational life and no incidents or untoward situations have arisen during that time. The operator has complied with the permit and associated Environmental Management System throughout.

The site no longer operates under its Environmental Permit and all associated wastes have been removed from site as evidenced in Appendix 3.
Condition of the Site
Demonstrating that the condition of the site has not deteriorated during the life of the licence:

A. Reviewing pathways for pollution from the site operations. 

All activities involving wastes had been conducted within the permitted area on an impermeable concrete surface with a sealed drainage system. We have included a basic risk assessment in the site condition report. 

B. Assessing the history of site compliance with the licence. 

Having checked the site inspection reports retained by the Operator we confirm that within the period of permitted operation there have been no non-compliances that give cause for concern of a threat of long-term contamination of the site. A comprehensive review of all the site inspection reports indicates that there have been no significant pollution incidents, with the absence of any identified category 1 or 2 breaches, nor any enforcement action taken by NRW Doing any necessary site investigations (e.g. soil and groundwater samples). 

Due to the nature of the operation being classified as a ‘low risk’ operation no intrusive investigations have taken place.

	4.0 Condition of the Land at Permit Surrender

	Physical Examination:
	· A comprehensive visual inspection and physical examination of the site were conducted in April 2024. This included detailed inspections of all areas previously used for the storage and handling of hazardous materials.

· No visual signs of staining, odour, or residue indicative of contamination were identified.

· Structural integrity of impermeable surfaces was verified, with no visible deterioration or breaches.


	Decommissioning Activities:
	· All stored wastes, including batteries and oils, were fully removed and appropriately disposed of or recycled off-site in compliance with waste regulations.

· Decontamination procedures were meticulously carried out in strict accordance with Environmental Mgt System (EMS) protocols on impermeable surfaces.

Any potential contamination sources were eliminated through controlled operations, confirmed by EMS records and visual inspections

	Risk Assessment:
	· A detailed contamination risk assessment was undertaken, concluding that the risk of soil or groundwater contamination was effectively mitigated by existing robust containment measures, impermeable paving, and controlled management procedures as detailed in the EMS.

· Based on risk assessment outcomes and physical site inspections, further intrusive soil or groundwater sampling was deemed unnecessary.

	Review of all site documentation held by Operator indicates that all pollution prevention measures required by the Permit have been in place throughout the operational life of the site namely:
· Impermeable surface areas specifically constructed for battery and oil storage, regularly inspected for integrity.

· Oil storage within secondary containment implemented post-November 2015 compliance visit.
