· asbestos monitoring stations are not shown on site plans
· 3rd para “The location of the air monitoring points will be discussed with the analyst on site to ensure a representative sample is obtained.” Need to be shown in the application.
· No consequences given if levels are breached.

· 2nd para refs “further noise mitigation measures”. No noise mitigation measures have been proposed in the application. Noise is not listed in the CRM/risk assessment.
