A copy of any decision or notice which is the subject matter of the appeal
A statement indicating whether you wish the appeal to be in the form of a hearing or dealt with by way of written representations.
You may withdraw an appeal by notifying PEDW in writing and sending a copy of that notification to Natural Resources Wales. Further information about making an appeal and the forms that you will need are available from PEDW.
