A variation to to amend the Outlet 1 NGR on the existing permit from SH 61836 37926 to SH 61888 37858, the Effluent & Flow Sampling Point from SH62300 37800 to SH 62464 37922 and the max permitted rate from 5.5 l/s  to 8.7l/s 
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
