	Technical competence
	Technical competency is required based on the regulated facility types in the permit.

The operator is a member of an agreed scheme. 
The proof of technical competence supplied with the application was a continuing competence certificate for Landfill- Hazardous Waste which expires 27/03/2026.

The primary qualification for this activity is MROC1, the proposed Technically Competent Manager Stuart Pritchard (learner id 21625) holds primary awards of: 
· Managing Landfill - Hazardous Waste - 4MLH
· Managing Physical & Chemical Treatment - Hazardous Waste - 4MPTH
· Managing Transfer - Hazardous Waste - 4MTSH

4MLH and 4MPTH can be used in place of MROC1 for the permitted activity.

The correct continuing competence is Treatment - Non – Hazardous (TMNH), while this is not currently held the operator will need to maintain the appropriate Continuing Competence test for the original award and complete the appropriate Continuing Competence test for the new activity when their existing Continuing Competence becomes due on 27/03/2026.

The operator satisfies the criteria in RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
