Quarter 3 (July — September) 2025 permit reporting returns

Air emissions ~ A1 / A5 / Ambient monitoring

Al ~ The operator reported the following highest monthly concentrations, 4.20 mg/m3, 2.04 mg/m3
and 2.48 mg/m3 for the months July, August and September respectively. The returns are accepted.
A4 ~ A Ringelmann shade 0 was reported for each month of the quarter. The returns are accepted.

A5 ~ The operator reported a total of 481.7 hourly average recordings, with no hourly averages

exceeding the 20 mg/m3 trigger level. The returns are accepted.

Ambient monitoring ~ Ambient monitoring reports received, no reported data gaps within the
period, data received for both minerals site boundary locations and both off-site locations.
Reports/data accepted.

Waste returns

Waste returns were reported within the reporting window, all received EWC codes are compliant
with the permit. The returns are accepted.

Site visit — 12t of September 2025

Zth

A site visit was undertaken on the 12™ of September to discuss the improvements 7 Steel had
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implemented to return the effluent emission at S1 back into compliance, following frequent ELV
exceedances during 2024 into 2025. Below is a summary of the investigation and subsequent actions
undertaken by the operator.

During April and May of 2025, 7 Steel appointed a third party contractor to undertake a series of
trails utilising the existing coagulant, whereby dosing rates were increased with the aim of
increasing the efficiency of particulate removal. However, this was unsuccessful and resulted in pH
and conductivity issues.

Following the unsuccessful trail utilising the existing coagulant, a new coagulant was trailed. Dosing
rates were adjusted over the course of the trial to find an optimum dosing rate. Following the
introduction of the new coagulant, samples were obtained for the entirety of August, whereby no
exceedances were recorded. The results showed a significant improvement in water quality.

To improve the HOI results, 7 Steel identified areas where improvements could be made to reduce
the quantity of oils and greases entering the effluent. The following actions were made.

e New oil skimmer installed on scale pit.

e Grease volume reduced by manual tuning of grease system.

e Daily inspections to check for oil leaks on plant.

e Different cylinders sourced which reduced occurrence of leaks.

e The grease dosing plant was interlocked to the caster — thereby resulting in automation of the
grease cut off when the caster was not operating.

e More rigorous inspections during down days.

e Trigger levels for oil consumption, with daily oil use trended.

e Troughs and catch pots introduced to catch oil leaks — preventing mixing with effluent.

The measures implemented by 7 Steel have significantly improved effluent quality and brought this
aspect back into compliance. The following action was issued in previous CARs
(CAR_NRW0049303, CAR_NRWO0048522, CAR_NRW0046686) for various parameters within the
effluent that were exceeding their respective ELVs;

“Implement the proposed infrastructure improvements to re-establish compliance with emission
limits to the S1 discharge point. Provide NRW with a report detailing the improvements once
complete.”

This is now considered complete. All previously suspended non-compliance scores will remain
suspended and will not be issued against the permit. 7 Steel have been very proactive in addressing
the ELV exceedances and shown initiative in identifying and resolving the issues.

Response to actions from CAR NRW0049303

:I'he following actions were issued in CAR_NRWO0049303, which are presented below for ease of
reference.
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1. Ensure the functionality of the SD card is captured within the sites procedures to minimise to
risk of delayed detection of elevated particulate matter on the Al stack. Provide NRW with
conformation once this has been implemented.

2. 7Steel to provide any documentation detailing the completion of both the one hour fire-
watch and clearance of waste which may have accumulated under equipment following plant
shutdown on the 09/05/2025 to demonstrate conformance with the sites FPMP on the day
the fire occurred. Additionally, provide NRW with a copy of any revised or updated versions
of the sites FPMP.

Responses;

1 — 7 Steel reported that an action will be introduced into the maintenance checks to ensure the
functionality of the SD card to minimise the risks of delayed detection of elevated TPM from the Al
stack.

2 — The one hour fire watch and waste clearance post shut-down were reported to be completed,
however, 7 Steel were not documenting these tasks. 7 Steel have now introduced a daily cleaning
and inspection form (7-Steel-Cardiff-Shredder Mill — Daily Cleaning Inspection Schedule Record) and
daily use PPM inspection as part of the updated documented process. In addition, 7 Steel have
implemented a dedicated evening shift to undertake these tasks, to further reduce the fire risks and
enhance safety.

Documenting these tasks provides regulatory assurance allowing verification that procedures are
been carried out and the required checks are being completed, in line with the sites FPMP. NRW are
satisfied with the response and the measures implemented.

These actions are considered complete.
