	Landspreading deployment under standard rules permit SR2010 No4

The activity is not wholly or partly within the SSSI boundaries. The SSSI is approximately 456metres NE of field 21.

Land spreading application to spread a total of 10 non stackable waste streams coded EWC 19 09 02 on land at Henllys, Llanfair TH, Abergele , Conwy. LL22 8TF. The fields are within a 10-mile radius of the main farm address. The wastes will be spread on grass fields. The maximum application rate is 250 tonnes per ha, with a maximum tonnage to spread of 12288 tonnes across all feilds.

Spreading will only take place subject to ground conditions
and following the Code of Good Agricultural Practice
(Defra, 2011), Farming Rules for Water, NVZ regulations
and the permit holder’s Environmental Management
System (EMS).

Spreading will also comply with the Water Resources
(Control of Agricultural Pollution) Wales Regulations 2021,
Targeted periods of spreading on grass fields will be
between February - May and after any silage cuts, June
through to October. This will allow time for grassland fields
to have use of late autumn grazing.

No more than 50t/ha of liquid sludge will be spread on a
field in any 3-week period in accordance with CoGAP, and
no more than 250t/ha will be spread within any 12-month
period.

Wastes application will commence from the deployment
issue date, as soon as ground, weather, and crop
conditions are favourable. Wastes will be split into
applications of 50 tons per hectare, as explained above,
until the capacity is reached. This is in order to reduce the
chances of run off.

The wastes may be applied separately or in combination. If
the wastes are applied in combination the total combined
amount applied will not exceed 250t/ha, the total nitrogen
loading will be less than 250kg/ha, and the amount of
available nitrogen and total or available phosphate and
potash (whichever is appropriate) will not exceed the
fertiliser recommendation or the amount removed in crop
offtake, whichever is the greater.

No impact pathways have been identified to the SSSI due to the waste types, method and timing of spreading, distance and local topography and suitable no spread buffers to field boundaries and watercourses.

The application method of dribble bar is appropriate for the nature of the waste.

The wastes will be applied following the Codes of Good Agricultural Practice.

All handling of the wastes will be done in accordance to current regulations and relevant mitigation strategies will be adopted.

No waste will be spread within 10m of any ditch, pond or surface water, within 50m of any spring, well, borehole, or reservoir that supplies water for human consumption or farm dairies as per permit conditions.

Spreading will only be undertaken when weather conditions are suitable within restrictions outlined in CoGAP and any relevant closed periods.

Machinery operations will take account of soil conditions, slopes etc.

Liquid spreading machinery will be turned off and lifted away from soil prior to turning at the end of each run.

Machinery will be checked daily when in use, regularly serviced and spreading equipment calibrated. Umbilical hoses will be regularly checked for damage to prevent leaks.
