	We will sample 7 - 10 stations across a trawl fishing gradient to understand the effect of trawling on seabed carbon and any potential CO2 flux changes with the atmosphere that may result from sediment resuspension.
The RRS Discovery will use dynamic positioning to locate over each station where it will sample at each station with a…

1) Multicorer/megacorer to collect 12 undisturbed samples in (100mm diameter × 600mm long) for detailed analysis of sediment chemistry. 
2) Up to 9 successful NIOZ box cores (0.1m2 up to 40cm deep) to study bioturbation, sediment characteristics and chemistry.
3) SPI (Sediment Profile Imagery) camera deployment to measure the redox layer depth and bioturbation. 

All sampling equipment will be washed prior to entering and leaving the area to help mitigate the spread of any potential non-native species. 
The RRS Discovery will seek to minimise, where safe to do so, the amount of external lighting in use during nighttime operations within the Irish Sea Front SPA. There is no intention to anchor at this site. Any seabirds that collide or become stranded in the vessel will be recorded in regard to the species, time and position.
