Key issues of the decision 

In the submitted online form of this transfer application a conviction had been declared. This conviction was for the director of the new company for this transfer (G F Potter Limited).
This conviction has been considered in the determination of this transfer with the assistance of Mid Wales Waste Regulation. It was concluded the conviction is not relevant to the transfer of the permit for the following reasons:
1) Improvements to site operations have been made since the incident resulting in a very low likelihood of any repeat or risk of harm.
 2) History of permit compliance is generally good, with only minor breaches being identified and then rectified as required, consistent with a comparable site within the waste regime.

3) No other convictions from the individual or associated businesses. 
Due to the following reasons listed above Natural Resources Wales concluded the declared conviction is not relevant and is therefore appropriate to issue this transfer.

	Environment Management System

	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	

	Technical competence

	Technical competency is required based on the regulated facility types in the permit.

The operator is a member of an agreed scheme.

The permitted facility has 3 separate waste activities onsite:

• A1- Household waste recycling (civic amenity) site

• A2- Household , commercial and industrial waste transfer station with treatment

• A3 - Mixed end-of-life vehicle (ELV) storage and depollution facility and metal recycling site (MRS)

The named TCM has provided the following primary certificates and date awarded:

1. Level 4 medium risk operator competence for non-hazardous waste treatment and transfer (awarded 21/08/2025). 

2. Level 4 medium risk operator competence for physical treatment (awarded 21/08/2025). 

3. Level 4 high risk operator competence for managing transfer of hazardous waste (awarded 06/08/2019)

Named TCM has continuing competency: 

TSH – transfer – hazardous waste expires 16/06/2027

No continuing competence is needed for the other two primary qualifications as these were awarded in 2025 and won’t be needed till for another two years.
