Rights of appeal

If you want to appeal any condition we’ve added as an Natural Resources Wales initiated variation you must make your appeal no later than two months from the date of the notice.

· a copy of any relevant correspondence between the appellant and the regulator;

· a copy of any decision or notice which is the subject matter of the appeal; and

· a statement indicating whether you wish the appeal to be in the form of a hearing or dealt with by way of written representations.

You may withdraw an appeal by notifying the Welsh Ministers in writing and sending a copy of that notification to us.
Any work undertaken should take account of biosecurity risks, and mitigation measures should be put in place. The most important measure is to ensure that all equipment (plant, tools, footwear etc) that come to site, arrive clean, and are cleaned again before leaving site. This applies to all sites, not just those where an invasive non-native species (INNS), pest or disease has been previously identified.
