Landspreading deployment under standard rules permit SR2010 No4.

Land spreading application to spread a one waste 17 05 02 on land at Tir William Richard Farm, Llangynidr, Crickhowell, Powys. NP8 1LL.

The application activity is for the recovery of waste silt that has been dredged as part of maintenance operations on an inland freshwater course, the Mon & Brec canal. The recovery activity will result in agricultural improvement without causing harm to the environment.

The agricultural land will benefit from the spreading activity due to:

The replenishment of soil. Dredging sediments are made up of mainly inorganic material with some organic matter and have a similar make-up to mineral topsoil. The application of dredging sediments will add volume to the existing topsoil, which replenishes the field and replaces soil that is lost due to erosion. In addition to agricultural benefit, the application of sediments helps to maintain the landscape.

The addition of nutrients. Dredging sediments are typically a good source of phosphate, often potash and to a smaller extent nitrogen (the availability of N in dredgings is assumed to be 3%). The amounts of organic matter in dredging sediment can vary depending on the source and origins of the sediment but can typically range between 1% - 15%.

The quantity of waste applied per hectare shall not exceed that in the agreed deployment form and in any case no more than stated quantities of waste shall be spread on the land in any period of 12 months:
• In the case of dredging spoil from inland waters, (17 05 06) 5,000 tonnes per hectare.

The sediments will be spread using a rear discharge spreader at a rate of up to 2,000 t/ha (1,429 m3 at 1.4 t/m3 assumed density of silt), after which they will be ploughed into the existing topsoil to a depth of circa 40cm. There will be no spreading within 10m of a watercourse, or 50m of a borehole or well used for drinking water abstraction.

All of the fields are improved grassland used for grazing. Following any spreading, the dredging silt will be ploughed into the soil and then fields will be reseeded with grass in the same year.

Application of waste silts is intended to follow the dredge in the Spring of 2026 and possibly into the early Summer, assuming suitable field and weather conditions. The regulator will be notified ahead of spreading.

The sediments will be applied as a soil replacement, providing agronomic benefit as a source of organic carbon, N, P and K, plus trace nutrients, under a SR2010No4 Mobile Plant permit. The application rate is appropriate for the amount of dredgings removed and the available field areas, the application will not exceed the statutory maximum rate of 5,000 t/ha. Full characterisation of the sediments are provided in the analysis report ‘25083916’.

Impact  pathways have been identified to the SSSI due to the waste types, method and timing of spreading, distance and local topography and suitable no spread buffers to field boundaries and watercourses.

The wastes will be applied following the Codes of Good Agricultural Practice.

All handling of the wastes will be done in accordance to current regulations and relevant mitigation strategies will be adopted.

No waste will be spread within 10m of any ditch, pond or surface water, within 50m of any spring, well, borehole.

Spreading will only be undertaken when weather conditions are suitable within restrictions outlined in CoGAP and any relevant closed periods.

Machinery operations will take account of soil conditions, slopes etc.

Liquid spreading machinery will be turned off and lifted away from soil prior to turning at the end of each run.

Machinery will be checked daily when in use, regularly serviced and spreading equipment calibrated. Umbilical hoses will be regularly checked for damage to prevent leaks.

Machinery turns will not be executed in the buffer strips.

All spillages will be reported immediately.

This point does not meet the guidance.

The benefit statement does not include the total amount of nutrients to be supplied by the waste. The information given in section 6.3 of the benefit statement does not satisfy this requirement (section 6.10 of TGN8.01).

This point would require more than 5 working days to resolve and would require 3rd party involvement.

Field IV WG2 shows a pH value of >12. The lab report attributes this to an issue with calibration range/limit. A pH value for this field in the benefit statement has been omitted, with no explanation. You must provide a valid pH level for this field which would require resampling of the field to give a valid pH value (as retesting the same sample may result in the same outcome).

The following would have been included in a RFI were the application not returned.

Multiple inconsistencies between lab results and benefit statement.
No justification provided for spreading on fields with Mg indices and P indices of 3+.
Crop nutrient requirement not provided in benefit statement.
Timing for intention to spread is vague.
Benefit statement refers to Environment Agency.
Section 7 of the benefit statement (Potential negative impacts to the land, soil or crop) does not include information as specifically required for the waste as per TGN8.01.
Public right of way in one field not shown.
Grid reference for the main farm address incorrect.
Did not confirm in the application form that they would comply with the conditions of the rule set
