Application has been made to transfer the environmental permit for Cefn Barach Poultry Unit from Mr David Lloyd (the “transferor”) to Mr David Edward Rees Lloyd, Mrs Elizabeth Eleanor Lloyd, Mr David Richard Jones Lloyd & Mrs Samantha Joanne Lloyd (the “transferee”) in full. There will be a limited change in management, with the previous operator maintaining a role within site management.

We have decided to grant the transfer for Cefn Barach Poultry Unit from Mr David Lloyd to Mr David Edward Rees Lloyd, Mrs Elizabeth Eleanor Lloyd, Mr David Richard Jones Lloyd & Mrs Samantha Joanne Lloyd. 

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
2. [bookmark: _Toc219733139]Receipt of the application 

The application was received on 29/07/2025. In order for us to be able to consider the application duly made, we needed more information. We requested the following:
Confirmation of type of permit transfer being requested

A letter requesting this information was sent to the applicant on 08/01/2026. Upon receipt of this information, on 13/01/2026, we were able to consider the application duly made. This means we considered it was in the correct form and contained sufficient information for us to begin our determination, but not that it necessarily contained all the information we would need to complete that determination.

The applicant made a claim for no claim for commercial confidentiality, and we have not received information in relation to the application that appears to be confidential in relation to any party.

The transfer will be granted under Regulation 21 of the EPR.  The Environmental Permitting regime is a legal vehicle which delivers most of the relevant legal requirements for activities falling within its scope. In particular, the regulated facility is: 
an installation as described by the IED; 
subject to aspects of the Well-Being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 and the Environment (Wales) Act 2016 which also have to be addressed. We are satisfied that the new operators who will have control over the operation of the Installation after the permit is transferred and that they will be able to operate the Installation so as to comply with the conditions included in the permit. The new operators have stated in the application that the management structure will stay substantially the same following the transfer and that activities will be managed in largely the same way as they currently are. Evidence has been provided of this with the application. 

The new operators have stated in the application that they will implement an Environmental Management System (EMS) that will meet the requirements for an EMS in our “How to comply with your environmental permit guidance”[footnoteRef:4]. The new operators will implement an EMS with limited changes from the previous EMS. The applicant has submitted a summary of the EMS with their application. We have reviewed the application and are satisfied that appropriate management systems and management structures will be in place for this Installation, and that sufficient resources are available to the operator to ensure compliance with all the permit conditions.
