	1.  Brief description of proposal


	Landspreading deployment under SR2010No4 Mobile plant permit. Spreading potable water treatment sludge cake produced by DCWW and liquid sludge from Aber Falls.

Application to spread a maximum of 3840  tonnes. The waste will be spread over 32.33 hectares of land within the listed fields at the location fields. The sludge cake waste will be stored in field heaps then spread onto the fields. The liquid sludge will be spread on delivery.
Spreading will only take place subject to ground conditions  and following the Code of Good Agricultural Practice (Defra, 2011), NVZ regulations and the permit holder’s Environmental Management System (EMS). Spreading activities will also comply with The Water Resources (Control of Agricultural Pollution) (Wales) Regulations 2021.

Targeted periods of spreading DCWW and Aber Falls wastes on grass fields are from February, through May and after cutting of silage (June-October) as per the RB209 (2023). For winter wheat, applications will be made onto the seedbed
between August-October and applied again in spring (Feb May 2026) if there is capacity and crop requirement and while within the deployment’s validity period.

No more than 50t/ha of sludge will be spread on a field in any 3-week period in accordance with CoGAP, and no more than 250t/ha will be spread within any 12-month period.
Wastes application will commence from the deployment issue date, as soon as ground, weather, and cropconditions are favourable. For wastes with application rates
higher than 50 tons per hectare (see tables 6-7), this will be split into applications of 50 tons per hectare, as explained above, until the capacity is reached. This is in order to reduce the chances of run off.
Notification will be given prior to the commencement of
spreading.

The stockpile locations were chosen due to their suitable location relative to the spreading fields and availability for use. It is not within 10m of any ditch, watercourse, or footpath, not within a SPZ1, and is at least 50m from any
well spring or borehole.
