This deployment was submitted in conjunction with PAN-031960. PAN-031959 proposed using the SR2010no11 permit (EPR/EB3403UE) to process non-hazardous waste within the deployment boundary at the same time/location processing hazardous waste under SR2008no27 (PAN-031960). However from reviewing the submitted documentation for PAN-031959 it is not clear how each deployment activities are clearly separate in nature from one deployment  to another, this included:

· The waste types that will be treated clearly identified in each deployment application.
· Where each deployment activity will occur with the deployment boundary as separate activities.
· The type of plant that is operating under each deployment as separate activities. 
· A clear site plan for both deployments showing separated hazardous waste & non-hazardous waste process, treatment, storage, and quarantine areas as separate activities.

It was on this basis this deployment application (PAN-031959) was returned to the applicant.
