This deployment application lacked detail on the specific remediation strategy to be employed and how proposed activities comply with the permit they are deploying under SR2008 No27. The information provided in the online form also conflicts with the information provided in the supporting document provided in the online form. This document appears to be options based proposal rather than the specific remediation strategy that will be used to which we require for a deployment determination. The document does not propose the treatment of contaminated soils using mobile treatment plant. It appears from the document it refers to a selected remediation approach for localised contamination using physical removal by excavation and disposal and does not include treatment and/or recovery operations that is required for this deployment to comply with SR2008 no27.

Due to the insignificant information missing this deployment application was returned to the applicant. In the Return email the applicant was advised on the type of information NRW require to determine a land remediation deployment if they wish to resubmit their application.
