Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the permit

The main features of the permit are as follows.  
This permit regulates a temporary discharge of abstracted groundwater as a result of dewatering in order to construct a new susbstation, including an associated cable route. This is in order to deliver new 33kv supplies to TATA steel UK establishing a connection point with the existing steelworks as a connection point for transmission network reinforcement.
The dewatering discharge will be passed from excavated low points to a balancing pond for controlled surface water releases. This discharge from the balancing pond will then be pumped by sump pumps to a siltbuster unit where it will be treated. Within the siltbuster, water will enter the MT30 mix tank whereby coagulant and flocculant are added proportionally to the measured flow rate. The Coagulant to be used is PAC: Poly-aluminium Chloride and the Flocculant to be used is Aquatreat 2084, an anionic polymer. The discharge then passes into the HB150 settlement tank where solids settle out. Follwing treatment, the discharge exits via a pipe to Upper Mother Ditch at a maximum rate of 30 litres per second.

Conditions 

1 Management
1.1 General management

1.1.1 The operator shall manage and operate the activities:

(a) in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises risks of pollution, including those arising from operations, maintenance, accidents, incidents, non-conformances and those drawn to the attention of the operator as a result of complaints; and

(b) using sufficient competent persons and resources.
1.1.2 Records demonstrating compliance with condition 1.1.1 shall be maintained. 

1.1.3 Any person having duties that are or may be affected by the matters set out in this permit shall have convenient access to a copy of it kept at or near the place where those duties are carried out.

Operations
2.1
Permitted activities

2.1.1
The operator is only authorised to carry out the activities specified in schedule 1 table S1.1 (the “activities”). 

2.2
The site 

2.2.1
The activities shall not extend beyond the site, being the land shown edged in green and the discharge shall be made at the point marked on the site plan at schedule 7 to this permit and as listed in table S3.2 (discharge points).

2.3
Operating techniques

2.3.1
(a) 
The activities shall, subject to the conditions of this permit, be operated using the techniques and in the manner described in the documentation specified in schedule 1, table S1.2, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

(b) 
If notified by Natural Resources Wales  that the activities are giving rise to pollution, the operator shall submit to Natural Resources Wales for approval within the period specified, a revision of any plan or other documentation (“plan”) specified in schedule 1, table S1.2 or otherwise required under this permit which identifies and minimises the risks of pollution relevant to that plan, and shall implement the approved revised plan in place of the original from the date of approval, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

Emissions and monitoring
3.1
Emissions to water

3.1.1
There shall be no point source emissions to water except from the sources and emission points listed in schedule 3.

3.1.2
The limits given in schedule 3 shall not be exceeded.

3.2 Emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits

3.2.1 Emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits (excluding odour) shall not cause pollution. The operator shall not be taken to have breached this condition if appropriate measures, including, but not limited to, those specified in any approved emissions management plan, have been taken to prevent or where that is not practicable, to minimise, those emissions.

3.2.2
The operator shall:

(a)
if notified by Natural Resources Wales  that the activities are giving rise to pollution, submit to Natural Resources Wales for approval within the period specified, an emissions management plan which identifies and minimises the risks of pollution from emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits;

(b)
implement the approved emissions management plan, from the date of approval, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

3.2.3
All liquids in containers, whose emission to water or land could cause pollution, shall be provided with secondary containment, unless the operator has used other appropriate measures to prevent or where that is not practicable, to minimise, leakage and spillage from the primary container.

3.3
Monitoring 

3.3.1
Permanent means of access shall be provided to enable sampling/monitoring to be carried out in relation to the emission points specified in schedule 3 tables S3.1, S3.2 and S3.3 unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

Information

4.1
Records
4.1.1 All records required to be made by this permit shall:

(a) be legible;

(b) be made as soon as reasonably practicable;

(c) if amended, be amended in such a way that the original and any subsequent amendments remain legible, or are capable of retrieval; and

(d) be retained, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, for at least 6 years from the date when the records were made.
4.1.2
The operator shall keep on site all records, plans and the management system required to be maintained by this permit, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

Reporting
4.2.1
The operator shall send all reports and notifications required by the permit to Natural Resources Wales using the contact details supplied in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

4.3
Notifications
4.3.1
Natural Resources Wales shall be notified without delay following the detection of:

(a) any malfunction, breakdown or failure of equipment or techniques, accident, or  emission of a substance not controlled by an emission limit which has caused, is causing or may cause significant pollution;

(b) the breach of a limit specified in the permit; or 

(c) any significant adverse environmental effects.  

4.3.2
Any information provided under condition 4.3.1 shall be confirmed by sending the information listed in schedule 5 to this permit within the time period specified in that schedule.
4.3.3
Where Natural Resources Wales has requested in writing that it shall be notified when the operator is to undertake monitoring and/or spot sampling, the operator shall inform Natural Resources Wales when the relevant monitoring and/or spot sampling is to take place. The operator shall provide this information to Natural Resources Wales at least 14 days before the date the monitoring is to be undertaken.

4.3.4
Natural Resources Wales shall be notified within 14 days of the occurrence of the following matters, except where such disclosure is prohibited by Stock Exchange rules: 

Where the operator is a registered company:
(a) any change in the operator’s trading name, registered name or registered office address; and

(b)
any steps taken with a view to the operator going into administration, entering into a company voluntary arrangement or being wound up.

Where the operator is a corporate body other than a registered company:
(a) any change in the operator’s name or address; and

(b) any steps taken with a view to the dissolution of the operator.

4.3.5
Where the operator proposes to make a change in the nature or functioning, or an extension of the activities, which may have consequences for the environment and the change is not otherwise the subject of an application for approval under the Regulations or this permit:

Natural Resources Wales shall be notified at least 14 days before making the change; and

the notification shall contain a description of the proposed change in operation.

“EP Regulations” means The Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations SI 2016 No.1154 and words and expressions used in this permit which are also used in the Regulations have the same meanings as in those Regulations.
“emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits ” means emissions of substances to air, water or land from the activities, either from the emission points specified in schedule 3 or from other localised or diffuse sources, which are not controlled by an emission limit.
“groundwater” means all water, which is below the surface of the ground in the saturation zone and in direct contact with the ground or subsoil.
“Natural Resources Wales” means the Natural Resources Body for Wales established by article 3 of the Natural Resources Body for Wales (Establishment) Order 2012.
