We have decided to grant the permit Maesyderi House operated by Richard Peathey-Johns.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-031135.
The permit number is EPR/DB3696CE.
The permit regulates a new discharge from a package treatment plant at Maesyderi House, Pont Llanio, Llanio Road, Tregaron, SY25 6UL.  The discharge is into the River Teifi at National Grid Reference SN 65268 56885.  

The package treatment plant serves a four bedroom residenitlal property at the site. The maximum daily discharge volume is 1.5 cubic metres per day and the effluent is domestic in nature.  This proposal replaces a failing septic tank at the site.  A Phosphate limit of 2.0mg/l has been added to the permit.
Limits to BOD, Suspended Solids and Ammonia can also be added to ensure British Stanadards are maintained.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
