The deployment application was returned to the applicant. The points for this are explained below in the decision document. 

	Other information to note: 

The application was returned to the applicant for the following reasons:

The waste classification justification given by the applicant were not accepted by Natural Resources Wales. The waste report provided by the applicant confirms the soils proposed to be treated under this deployment  contain hazardous substances where the waste code appropriate to use is 17 05 03*, and the justification to reclassify as non-hazardous is insufficient and not in line with WM3. As hazardous waste is present, the activity is not suitable for SR2022 No. 2 as hazardous waste cannot be treated/handled under SR2022 No 2.

The applicant was advised to resubmit a deployment application under SR2008 no27 (a land remediation deployment) to be able to handle and treat both hazardous and non-hazardous waste. Where any resubmitted deployment application is clear how non-hazardous and hazardous wastes will be segregated to avoid contamination under the deployment activity.
