	Request for information: 15/06/2026 

1. Confirm the quarantine area and recovered fuel is located in areas that use secondary contaminant i.e. bunding and the underlying surfacing is impermeable. The applicant has confirmed this. 

2. Provide the duration (in hours) of each fortnightly site visit. The applicant has confirmed the fortnightly site visit will be minimum of 2 hours and typically 4 hours. NRW have considered the visit duration as appropriate considering the plant can operate autonomously and has telemetry installed. NRW considers the site visit duration proportionate to the environmental risks posed by the deployment.

3. Update the CSM so that it includes the identified sensitive receptors ancient woodlands & local wildlife site. The applicant has updated the CSM to acknowledge these receptors and the mitigation measures in place to reduce  detriment to these sensitive sites. NRW agree with the CSM. No further action required. 


	Other information to note: 

Waste types and quantities 

2.2 of the permit (SR2008No27)  states the permit can accept contaminated substances which 19 13 07* aqueous liquid wastes and aqueous concentrates from groundwater remediation containing hazardous substances would fall under (contaminated groundwater containing petrochemicals). The quantity  to be treated is agreed in the deployment application in this case 36500 m3.  i.e. 100 m3 per day. Which matches the proposals of the deployment application. 


Suitability of treatment methods

The application has proposed remediation of the contaminated ground water by pump and treat, with oil/water/silt separation and carbon filtration. This method is complaint with SR2008No27 as a treatment type based on Ex-situ treatment of pumped groundwater via filtration and carbon adsorption. NRW considers the remediation method as appropriate. 

Water resources and Water quality permits 

Groundwater will be abstracted in accordance with abstraction license WA/056/0062/0003 via a water resources permit that is effective and expires on 31/03/29 via pump and treat.  The abstract license permits 43.2 m3 per day at point A. While point B and C permits 28.8m3 each per day. Totalling 100m3 per day and matches the proposal of the deployment application. The abstraction is also compliant with annual quantities defined in this permit. 

Treated wastewater will be returned into the ground using soakaway boreholes hydraulically upgradient of the hydrocarbon source under a water quality permit EPR/DB3693ZK. This permit has been issued and was effective from 13/05/2026. This permits the discharge of 100m3 per day back to ground water by two discharge consents D1 and D2. Table s3.1a has specified the point source emissions to groundwater and specified limits. 



Duration of the deployment 

The applicant has stated the deployment may last more than 12 months in the online form but are aiming to compete works within 12 months. In the request for information it was explained to the applicant the 12 month period for the deployment activity does not start until the first day of operations and not from when a deployment application is issued (for land remediation deployments). It was also explained to the applicant if there is an indication during the deployment activity, works are likely to take longer than 12 months that the applicant  contact NRW as soon as possible so a decision on the best route forward is made.
