	The recycling centre will allow the acceptance, storage and limited treatment of household, commercial and industrial wastes to aid the recycling, recovery and re-use of waste sourced from the local area or bulking up for onward movement for recovery or disposal. The operations include manual and mechanical sorting of wastes and includes sorting and processing of plastic, metals and wood which reduce the need to use virgin materials. The storage of hazardous wastes such as OILS destined for recovery, solvents destined for recovery or disposal, contaminated rags and contaminated packaging, waste carbon and bonded asbestos is also permitted under the current permit conditions. During sorting, all recyclable materials will be segregated for further recycling elsewhere. Wastes which cannot be recycled will be directed for off-site disposal at an appropriate authorised facility.
