	Environmental risk
	We have reviewed the operator's assessment of the environmental risk from the facility.

	The permit conditions

	Waste types
	We have specified the permitted waste types, descriptions and quantities, which can be accepted at the regulated facility. 

We are satisfied that the operator can accept these wastes for the following reasons:
· The permit already allows the acceptance of hazardous wastes
· The permit already allows waste oil though the ELV depollution activity
· The inclusion of these wastes does not alter the facility type or increase the risk.
