Bespoke permit


We have decided to grant the permit for Margam Substation Site 2 operated by Laing O’Rourke Delivery Limited.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-031970.
The permit number is EPR/DB3696HD

This permit regulates a temporary discharge of site drainage as a result of drilling activities between Margam and Port Talbot which require formation and operation of entry and exit pits, together with local excavations for drilling plant, duct installation and temporary haul routes. During HDD (Horizantal Directional Drilling) operations, rainwater ingress must be safely captured within the working area to maintain stability, prevent flooding of workfaces and protect nearby ecological receptors.

This site rainwater will be will be captured and treated through a modular settlement/filtration unit (Siltbuster) where a coagulantis to be used is PAC: Poly-Aluminium Chloride and a flocculant - Aquatreat 2084, an anionic polymer. Following treatment, the discharge exists via a pipe to Upper Mother ditch at a rate of 17 litres per second.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Emission limits
	We have decided that emission limits should be set for the parameters listed in the permit.   

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this. 
· Suspended solids (measured after drying at 105oC) – 60 mg/l
· Total Aluminium at Al – 1,000 µg/l
· pH between 6 and 9
The suspended solids limit has been set in line with current Water Quality Standards set out in  the TGN 7.01 “How to Comply with Your Environmental Permit”

The total Aluminium limit has been set as the MAC.
The pH limit has been set in order to safeguard the receiving environment

	Environment Management System
