Brief Description of proposal:

The applicant proposes to install a new infiltration system to connect to an existing septic tank on site, it is a new discharge as the building was previously derelict and no discharge existed. The system will serve a single domestic property with 3 inhabitants and 3 public toilets on the nature reserve. The infiltration system will be designed and built in accordance with the relevant British Standard and the discharge will consist of a maximum of 1m3/day of effluent which is domestic in nature.

The discharge is directly within the Marcheini Uplands, Gilfach Farm and Gamallt SSSI, an Appendix 4 has been completed but it has been filed for audit as none of the ‘operations requiring consent’ relate to this proposal.

A Form 1 has not been completed for the Elenydd-Mallaen SPA as the discharge outside of the designated boundary. Although the features of the SPA are mobile species and may roost outside of the boundary, the small scale of the engineering works and the nature of the discharge will mitigate any impact on the designated species.
