The main features of the permit are as follows.

Cwmarfan Broiler Unit will be operated by Mr Lyndon Rhys Jones, Mr John Rhys
Morgan Jones and Mrs Heulwen Hannah Hones who are trading under the
farming partnership JRM and HH Jones and Son. The installation will
compromise of two poultry houses on a green-field site to the north of the existing
buildings at Cwmafan. These poultry houses will provide accommaodation for up
to 100,000 broiler chickens and will be ventilated using uncapped high-speed
ridge mounted fans. The crops will be reared from a day old to approximately 38
days old and there will be approximately 7.5 crops per year. Heat exchanger
units will be installed in the poultry houses to mitigate the impact of ammonia
emissions and will be constantly operational.

The operator shall, unless notice under this condition has been served within the preceding four
years, submit to Natural Resources Wales, within six months of receipt of a written notice, a
report assessing whether there are other appropriate measures that could be taken to prevent,
or where that is not practicable, to minimise pollution.
