Bespoke permit

We have decided to grant the permit for Ysgol Fach (Llangynllo Church Hall) operated by Ms Diane Johnson.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The permit number is EPR-BB3190CE
The permit regulates a new discharge of treated sewage effluent; a maximum of 1m3/day, treated by a British Standard package treatment plant and discharging to ground via a British Standard infiltration system. The system serves sewage effluent arising from a one-bedroom house. The discharge does not qualify for an exemption because it is within 50m of a borehole used as drinking water for farm animals.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	

	Environmental Risk Assessment and operating techniques

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment, all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant.

	

	Operating techniques
	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes i.e. EPR 7.01. 

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility.
