Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the notice.

The following notice gives notice of the variation and consolidation of an environmental permit.

The variation of the permit is to increase the maximum volume of discharge at outlet 3 from 2.3 cubic metre per day to 3.6 cubic metre per day.  The septic tank is replaced by a package treatment plant and the infiltration system has been expanded and sized to comply with British Standards.

This permit represents the regulation of three existing discharges of domestic sewage effluent from Pant y Saer Caravan Park. The maximum permitted discharges are 4.5 cubic metre per day discharged at Outlet 1 and 4.5 cubic metre per day discharged at Outlet 2, both via separate septic tanks and infiltration system to groundwater. Outlet 3 has a maximum permitted discharge of 3.6 cubic metre per day through a package treatment plant discharging to groundwater via an infiltration system.  
The schedules specify the changes made to the permit.

1 Management
1.1 General management

1.1.1 The operator shall manage and operate the activities:

(a) in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises risks of pollution, including those arising from operations, maintenance, accidents, incidents, non-conformances and those drawn to the attention of the operator as a result of complaints; and

(b) using sufficient competent persons and resources.

Any information provided under condition 4.3.1 shall be confirmed by sending the information listed in schedule 5 to this permit within the time period specified in that schedule.

Where Natural Resources Wales has requested in writing that it shall be notified when the operator is to undertake monitoring and/or spot sampling, the operator shall inform Natural Resources Wales when the relevant monitoring and/or spot sampling is to take place. The operator shall provide this information to Natural Resources Wales at least 14 days before the date the monitoring is to be undertaken.

Natural Resources Wales shall be notified within 14 days of the occurrence of the following matters, except where such disclosure is prohibited by Stock Exchange rules:

“accident” means an accident that may result in pollution.

“annually” means once every year.
“application” means the application for this permit, together with any additional information supplied by the operator as part of the application and any response to a notice served under Schedule 5 to the EP Regulations.

“emissions to land” includes emissions to groundwater.

“EP Regulations” means The Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations SI 2016 No.1154 and words and expressions used in this permit which are also used in the Regulations have the same meanings as in those Regulations.

“emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits” means emissions of substances to air, water or land from the activities, either from the emission points specified in schedule 3 or from other localised or diffuse sources, which are not controlled by an emission limit.
“groundwater” means all water, which is below the surface of the ground in the saturation zone and in direct contact with the ground or subsoil.
“Natural Resources Wales” means the Natural Resources Body for Wales established by article 3 of the Natural Resources Body for Wales (Establishment) Order 2012. The Natural Resources Body for Wales (Functions) Order 2013 transferred the relevant functions of the Countryside Council for Wales, and functions of the Environment Agency and the Forestry Commission in Wales to the Natural Resources Body for Wales.
“quarter” means a calendar year quarter commencing on 1 January, 1 April, 1 July or 1 October.
“year” means calendar year ending 31 December.
