Brief Description of proposal:

A new application to dispose of 16.11m3/day of domestic sewage via septic tank effluent to ground. 
The site has been discharging since 1993 when the tank was serving a bunkhouse with toilet and washing facilities. The site developed in 2013 with the original septic tank still being utilised. In 2013 the tank was replaced with a Kingspan Klargester septic tank with a capacity of 15m3/day. The discharge is currently unpermitted and at the request of the local environment officer, the discharge has ceased with the effluent currently being tankered away whilst the application is in process. 

The applicant has submitted an H1 assessment which can be viewed in the DMS file.
