The proposal Is for a new discharge of 41.85m3/day of secondary treated sewage effluent directly into the River Irfon originating from static caravans and glamping pods. The site previously had an unpermitted discharge to ground, however the ground conditions and land available are unsuitable to permit, therefore the proposal is for a discharge to surface water.
