[bookmark: _GoBack]Following a discussion with Geoscience on 10th January 2020, I contacted the farmer to enquire about the availability of different fields. This was because the L1 assessment suggested that the permit should be refused due to the proximity of Field A to the spring. The farmer had no other fields available but was in agreement to increasing the spreading rate of his vacuum tanker to 5m3/ha therefore reducing the amount of land that he needed to spread the dip. Field A is being used but the dip will be spread further towards the East of the area as seen in Schedule 7.
