Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the permit
The main features of the permit are as follows.

Rhosfawr Pullet Rearing Unit is located in a rural setting approximately 1km east
of the village of Llanfair Caereinion, near Welshpool. The surrounding landscape
is agriculture based with isolated areas of woodland.

The installation will comprise of three pullet rearing houses with a maximum
capacity of 114,000 pullets. These will be reared from day old chicks to between
18 to 20 weeks old, prior to being transferred to egg laying units elsewhere.
There will be up to 2.6 crop cycles per year with time between cycles for cleaning.

Wash waters from the pullet rearing houses will be collected in underground
storage tanks along with drainage from the yards contaminated with any litter.
All clean surface water will be kept separate from any foul water to avoid cross
contamination and will be stored in underground tanks.
