Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Llys Nini operated by RSPCA Llys Nini Branch.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-006473.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The permit number is EPR-BB3592HK.
The permit regulates an existing discharge of a maximum of 7.5 cubic metres per day of trade and domestic sewage effluent treated by a package treatment plant built to British Standard BS 12566 and 20 micron filter screen unit for removal of canine roundworm eggs. It then discharges to a seasonally dry ditch leading to Afon Lliw via a perforated pipe. The system will serve an animal rescue centre and is an improvement on the current system whereby a septic tank discharges to a reed bed.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Scope of consultation

	We are satisfied that the applicant (now the operator) is the person who will have control over the operation of the facility after the grant of the permit.  The decision was taken in accordance with EPR RGN 1 Understanding the meaning of operator.

	

	European Directives

	Applicable directives 
	All applicable European directives have been considered in the determination of the application.

Modelling has been undertaken to ensure that limits derived meet the WFD objectives and do not cause deterioration of the receiving watercourse. 

	

	The site

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	

	Environmental Risk Assessment and operating techniques

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment, all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant. 

	

	Operating techniques
	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes. 

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility. 

	

	The permit conditions

	Emission limits
	We have decided that emission limits should be set for the parameters listed in the permit.   

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this.
· ATU-BOD as O2 - 20 mg/l
· Suspended solids (measured after drying 
at 105o C) - 30 mg/l
· Ammoniacal nitrogen (expressed as N) - 20 mg/l

The limits have been set to ensure continued compliance with current and future WFD requirements of the Afon Lliw and to protect the receiving water course from pollution. The limits have been set in compliance with current guidance: No Deterioration policy 50_12.

	

	Considerations of foul sewer

	We agree with the operators justification for not connecting to foul sewer.
	

	Operator Competence

	Environment Management System 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	Dŵr Cymru Cyfyngedig

	Brief summary of issues raised

	The discharge is within a Drinking Water protect Area – it is 5.5km away from abstraction licence 22/59/4/0065/001 for drinking water.

	Summary of actions taken or show how this has been covered

	No further action required as according to Dŵr Cymry Cyfyngedig, the application falls outside the drinking water catchment and is 5.5km downstream from the drinking water reservoir.
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
