	Performance of the activated sludge for the treatment process has been affected by the following:

The characteristics of the biomass is currently being affected by the seasonal change of temperature. This change has impacted temperature of the biomass, at the start of the week was 16.1°C and reduced to 12.9°C by the end of the week.

The concentration level of SRP within the effluent had significantly risen from an average of 0.2mg/l to 0.5mg/l. An increase which was not positively reduced or treated by the MBR system due to the performance of the activated sludge which had been affected by temperature.
