Internal BOD test kit used to conduct analysis and have result sooner. Concentration level returned to permit level.

Unexplained increase of COD concentration level of the wastewater peaked to a loading of 9000mg/l. Investigation was conducted to determine the cause. Yields and efficiency of production lines was normal, mass balance of raw materials volumes was normal. No reports of additional loading to the holding tanks was reported, investigation concluded normal production operation.

All management informed of the issue and reiterated the importance of reporting all unauthorised discharge to wastewater holding tanks.
