Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Irfon River Caravan & Camping Park operated by Kajoty Limited.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The permit number is EPR-BB3199FC
The permit regulates a new discharge of secondary treated sewage effluent; a maximum of 42 cubic metres per day discharged directly into the Afon Irfon via a package treatment plant. The effluent originates from static caravans, glamping pods and a shower/toilet block.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Control of the facility
	We are satisfied that the applicant (now the operator) is the person who will have control over the operation of the facility after the grant of the permit.  The decision was taken in accordance with EPR RGN 1 Understanding the meaning of operator.

	All applicable European directives have been considered in the determination of the application.
	

	The site

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the CRoW Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the site has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will affect the features of the site. Emission limits (Backstop limits of 20mg/l Ammonia, 40mg/l BOD and 60mg/l Suspended solids) have been placed on the permit to mitigate against these effects, this is in accordance with 01_13 ‘How to decide whether a discharge of sewage effluent to surface water should be descriptive or numeric’.

	The project has been screened for likelihood of significant effects and, taking account of the advice received from protected sites advisors, is considered not likely to have a significant effect on any Natura 2000/Ramsar site (As documented in section 3.2 of OGN 200 form 1, or section 5 if applicable)

	Environmental Risk Assessment and operating techniques

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment, all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant.

	

	The permit conditions

	Emission limits
	We have decided that emission limits should be set for the parameters listed in the permit.   

It is considered that the numeric limits described below will prevent significant deterioration of receiving waters.  We have imposed numeric limits because either a relevant environmental quality or operational standard requires this.

We have placed backstop emission limits (20mg/l Ammonia, 40mg/l BOD and 60mg/l Suspended solids)  on the permit as the discharge is 42m3/day and is directly into a SSSI and SAC, therefore there is environmental risk posed by the proposal therefore it is necessary to provide sufficient environmental protection. These limits will cause 0% deterioration in the watercourse.

This is in line with our Numeric vs Descriptive and WFD no deterioration policies.


	

	Considerations of foul sewer

	We agree with the operators justification for not connecting to foul sewer.
	

	Operator Competence

	Environment Management System 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	

	Sustainable Management of Natural Resources (SMNR)

	Considerations of SMNR - Compliance with our General Purpose
	We are satisfied that this decision is compatible with our general purpose of pursuing the sustainable management of natural resources in relation to Wales and applying the principles of sustainable management of natural resources”
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
