Brief Description of proposal:

The Water Treatment Works abstracts raw water from the Garreg-Ddu Reservoir, lime is added for pH adjustment and then the water is passed through 30 sand filters before being dosed with fluoride. The discharge consists of sand filter backwash, a maximum of 1900m3/day. This site currently is regulated under a historic permit (AW4003304) which was issued in 1971, the numeric limits on this permit are 80mg/l suspended solids, pH between 5-10 and volume of >6000m3/day. Current compliance sampling is undertaken by NRW, this arrangement pre-dates the introduction of Operator Self-Monitoring (2010), no compliance issues have been recorded by NRW.

The purpose of this application is to issue a permit under EPR2016 with OSM conditions relating to sampling and reporting of performance to bring this site in line with other water treatment works across Wales, the historic permit covers additional discharges which no longer occur, therefore a new bespoke permit will be issued and the legacy permit will be revoked. There will be no changes to the numeric limits.

There is no additional environmental risk occurring from this application, it is an improvement as more stringent monitoring and reporting standards will be within the permit. Please see the Non-Technical Summary and the application forms on the DMS here.
