Thank you for your application for a new transitional transfer abstraction licence which has been accepted as valid following the submission of additional information on 12/06/2019 and 11/07/2019.

Maximum Abstraction Quantities  
As you have provided meter readings for abstraction that has taken place during the seven-year qualifying period (2011-2017), we are able to validate the application on this basis. 
We note that you have raised concerns regarding confirming the maximum abstraction quantity for your operation. In your email dated 11/07/2019, you also requested that the maximum annual abstraction quantity should be based on the same volume included on the discharge consent. As discussed, the transitional process does not allow us to licence quantities greater than abstracted during the qualifying period. As you have applied for a transfer licence, we do not expect to include maximum abstraction quantities on your licence. However, if during the determination of your licence, we feel inclusion of quantities is required on your licence, we will contact you to discuss. 

For further information please refer to the 2017 “Government response to consultation on changes to water abstraction licensing exemptions in England and Wales: New Authorisations”.

You can continue to abstract the same quantities of water abstracted during the qualifying period until we have reached a decision on your application. It is an offence to abstract more water without a licence and we may take enforcement action. It is your responsibility to ensure you apply for the required licence.
If you wish to apply to increase your application abstraction quantities you should do this through our standard application process, details of which are available from the ‘Related document downloads’ section of the following webpage: 
Home > Permits and Permissions > Water abstraction and impoundment licences > Apply for a water abstraction or impoundment licence
Your application will be determined within the three-year period between 01 January 2020 and 31 December 2022.  
We will write to you once your application is allocated to a Permitting Officer and determination of your application commences.  At this time we will also decide whether your application is required to be advertised and we will inform you of the cost of putting the notice in a local newspaper and our administration fee.   We may also require further  information from you about your application during the determination process.  
If we cannot make a decision on your licence application by 31 December 2022, you can appeal to the Planning Inspectorate in Wales at the following address:

You can get a standard notice for making an appeal from the address above. The notice of appeal must be sent to the Planning Inspectorate within 28 days of the 31 December 2022 (or any agreed extended decision date). The notice must give the reasons for the appeal and you must also send a copy of:
· the application which it relates to;

· any information or reports you sent to us with the application; and

· any other relevant correspondence, including this acknowledgement letter.

You must also send us a copy of your notice of appeal. 

You may withdraw an appeal at any time before a decision has been made. In exceptional circumstances, the Planning Inspectorate has the power to allow a longer period for serving a notice of appeal.  

You should note that it is an offence under Section 206 of the Water Resources Act 1991 to furnish any information or make a statement which is known to be false or misleading, or to recklessly make any statement which is false or misleading.  Enforcement action in line with Natural Resources Wales Enforcement and Sanctions Policy can be taken if it becomes evident that this offence has occurred.
